The adoption of Resolution 979-06 will declare public policy with regard to the possible
future annexation of land that may abut the Navajo Nation; declaring that the City of Page
will recognize the sovereign borders of the Navajo Nation as declared by public law.

Vice Mayor Cook requested this item be placed on this agenda.
There was discussion.

Motion made by Vice Mayor Cook and seconded by Councilor Len Cook to introduce
Resolution 979-06 in its entirety. The motion passed upon a vote.

The City Clerk introduced Resolution 979-06 by title only.

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PAGE,
COCONINO COUNTY, ARIZONA, DECLARING PUBLIC POLICY WITH REGARD TO
THE POSSIBLE FUTURE ANNEXATION OF LAND THAT MAY ABUT THE NAVAJO
NATION; DECLARING THAT THE CITY OF PAGE WILL RECOGNIZE THE SOVEREIGN
BORDERS OF THE NAVAJO NATION AS DECLARED BY PUBLIC LAW.

WHEREAS, the City of Page is interested in annexing certain lands that may be
located near or abut the current boarder of the Navajo Nation as referenced in Public Law
85-868 with a border recognized as a lake level of 3,720 feet above sea level; and

WHEREAS, the City of Page has no desire to annex land that is a part of the Navajo
Nation; and

WHEREAS, the City of Page respects the sovereignty of the Navajo Nation; and

WHEREAS, should at any time in the future the border be changed to the middle of
the Colorado River, the City of Page shall adjust it's border to reflect that change.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND COMMON
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PAGE, COCONINO, ARIZONA, that the City of Page will not
contest or take a position in any proceedings calculated to determine the legal definition
and description of the Navajo Nation boundaries. The City of Page will work to resolve any
questions that may exist in a spirit of cooperation, mutual respect and comity.
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Motion made by Vice Mayor Cook and seconded by Councilor Len Cook to adopt
Resolution 979-06. The motion passed upon a vote.
