Discussion and possible action by the City Council pertaining to the Minor Subdivision Plat
of Golf Links li-tabled January 24, 2008

At their January 24, 2008, Regular Meeting, the City Council tabled this item.

There was discussion.

Motion made by Vice Mayor Cook that the Final Plat of Golf Links Unit Il remain on the
table. The motion was duly seconded and passed upon a vote of 6 ayes and 1 nay
(Councilor Puckett).

NEW BUSINESS

Discussion _and possible action by the City Council pertaining to a Memorandum_of
Understanding between the City of Page and the National Park Service regarding the Glen
Canyon Rim Trail

The City of Page and the National Park Service are engaged in a joint project to build a
seven mile long multi-purpose trail that would connect the Horseshoe Bend Overlook to the
Rim Trail.

Significant grant money for funding the estimated $570,000.00 trail project may be
available from sources which provide funds to projects implemented in partnerships of
Federal land agencies and local governments.

The Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) serves as a way to make official the
partnership with the National Park Service, for the purposes of receiving grants to fund
seven miles of Page area recreation trails.

Specifically, this MOU establishes the City of Page as a Cooperating Agency with the Glen
Canyon National Recreation Area in the process of preparing an environmental
assessment for the Glen Canyon Rim Trail.

The MOU defines City of Page and National Park Service jurisdiction and authority,
respective roles, responsibilities and other legal issues.

There was discussion.

Motion made by Councilor Len Cook to authorize the Mayor to sign the Memorandum of
Understanding between the National Park Service and the City of Page, concerning the
Glen Canyon Rim Trail. The motion was duly seconded and passed upon a vote.
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Discussion and possible action by the City Council pertaining to a Change Order for the
assembly of the Hydro Vacuum Cleaning System building

Staff has reviewed the request from Rigco Contracting for additional payment of
$17,220.00 and agrees that building assembly was not in the original contract. Payment of
this amount will bring the total cost of the finished 2,000 square foot building to $83,901.00.

There was discussion.

Motion made by Vice Mayor Cook approve additional payment to Rigco Contracting in the
amount of $17,220.00 for the erection of the camel building. The motion was duly
seconded and passed upon a vote.

Discussion and possible action by the City Council pertaining to the renewal of insurance
with HUB International Milne of Arizona for the City of Page and Page Municipal Airport
The City of Page insurance coverage for all operations expires on 03/01/08. Staff has
been working with HUB International Milne of Arizona for renewal applications and bids.
Page Electric Utility has the option of being included in the City’s coverage this policy year.
This action would not change the City’s premium amounts but would lower the cost to PEU.
The initial decision to join the City’s policy will rest with the PEU Board. The City of Page
will realize a savings of $19,556.50 from the previous year without adding PEU to the
policy.

There was discussion.

Motion made by Councilor Dimbatt to award the City of Page packet through HUB
International Milne of Arizona in the amount $290,666.50. The motion was duly seconded
and passed upon a vote.

Motion made by Councilor Dimbatt to award the airport insurance packet through HUB
International Milne of Arizona in the amount of $16,530.00. The motion was duly seconded
and passed upon a vote.

Discussion and possible action by the City Council pertaining to the Coconino County Free
Library District Intergovernmental Agreement-Resolution 998-08

The Page Public Library became a part of the Coconino County Free Library District in
1986. Since then, the City of Page has been allocated a percentage of library district tax
receipts for the Page Public Library to provide basic library services. This agreement
formalizes the Coconino County Board of Supervisors and the Coconino County Free
Library District's commitment to provide equitable funding to libraries in the District.

There was discussion.

Motion made by Councilor Len Cook to introduce Resolution 998-08 by title only. The
motion was duly seconded and passed upon a vote.
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The Deputy City Clerk introduced Resolution 998-08 by title only.

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PAGE,
COCONINO COUNTY, ARIZONA, AUTHORIZING AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL
AGREEMENT WITH THE COCONINO COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS FOR
LIBRARY SERVICE FUNDING AND ADMINISTRATION DURING FISCAL YEAR 2007.

Motion made by Councilor Len Cook to adopt Resolution 998-08. The motion was duly
seconded and passed upon a vote.

Discussion and possible action by the City Council pertaining to an Arizona Department of
Liquor Licenses & Control Application for Extension of Premises/Patio Permit for Lauren
Merrett-Maverik Country Store

The City Clerk’s Office received an Arizona Department of Liquor Licenses & Control
Application for Extension of Premises/Patio Permit for Lauren Merrett-Maverik Country
Store. A public hearing regarding this permit is not required by the State of Arizona,
however, City Council approval is necessary.

The Arizona Department of Liquor Licenses and Control will be notified of the action taken
this evening and will make the final determination.

There was discussion.

Motion made by Vice Mayor Cook to approve the Arizona Department of Liquor Licenses &
Control Application for Extension of Premises/Patio Permit submitted by Lauren Merrett-
Maverik Country Store. The motion was duly seconded and passed upon a vote of 5 ayes
and 2 nays (Councilors Horton and Len Cook).

Discussion and possible action by the City Council pertaining to the City of Page’s General
Plan update process

The City’s current General Plan and Land Use Plan Map was adopted by City Council in
March, 1996. Because the lifespan of a city general plan in Arizona is 10 years, itis time to
update Page’s General Plan.

As a city with less than 10,000 residents, the State of Arizona Department of Commerce'’s
requirements must include detailed chapters on Land Use and Circulation.

A new Circulation chapter has been prepared by HDR Consultants in the form of the City of
Page Small Area Transportation Study. The transportation study has been developed to
be included in the General Plan as the Circulation chapter. It has been through a lengthy
public participation process, and City Council accepted the study in October, 2007.

In order to meet Arizona’s minimum requirement for a general plan, an updated Land Use

Element will be the focus of the next three months work on the General Plan. Other

elements of the General Plan, such as Public Facilities, Economic Development, and
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Affordable Housing will be addressed next.

There was discussion. Councilor Puckett presented suggestions for the General Plan
update (attached).

Motion made by Vice Mayor Cook to direct Planning and Zoning Staff to begin the General
Plan update process. The motion was duly seconded and passed upon a vote.

Discussion and possible action by the City Council pertaining to the Gateway Site Plan
Review for Whispering Sands Apartments

On January 8, 2008, the Planning and Zoning Commission approved the Gateway Site
Plan of Color Country Community Housing Inc.’s Whispering Sands Apartments. The
project is a proposed 48-unit, affordable apartment complex on 4.2 acres south of the Days
Inn on Highway 89, accessed from Sandhill Road. The property is zoned Planned
Development (PD).

Color Country has been working with the City of Page to ensure a high-quality design of
their housing product, one that stands up to Gateway Design Requirements. Whispering
Sands meets all these requirements and has chosen design options that match other
recently approved Gateway projects.

The Whispering Sands Apartment Community Site Development Plans conform with all
~ General Plan, Land Use, Zoning Code, Bulk Standards, General Development, Subdivision
Regulations and Gateway Area Design Standards.

There was discussion.

Motion made by Vice Mayor Cook by to approve the Gateway Site Plan Review of
Whispering Sands Apartments. The motion was duly seconded and passed upon a vote.

Discussion and possible action by the City Council pertaining to a Land Purchase Request-
land located off Highway 98-Ordinance 530-08-1% reading

Glen Canyon Homes, LLC has requested to purchase 27.88 acres off of Highway 98, south
of the corrals. The requesting party has agreed to purchase the property for $730,600.00
which includes the appraisal and survey fee.

There was discussion.

Mike Makowksi, Ranchette Estates, requested the equestrian access from the Ranchette
Estates to the desert be maintained.

Motion made by Councilor Horton to introduce Ordinance 530-08 for its first reading by title

only. The motion was duly seconded and passed upon a vote.
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The Deputy City Clerk introduced Ordinance 530-08 by title only.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PAGE,
COCONINO COUNTY, ARIZONA, PERTAINING TO THE SALE BY NEGOTIATION OF
REAL PROPERTY OWNED BY THE CITY OF PAGE; APPROVING THE “AGREEMENT
FOR THE PURCHASE OF REAL ESTATE”; AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO
EXECUTE LAND SALE DOCUMENTS.

Motion made by Councilor Dimbatt to pass Ordinance 530-08 to its second reading. The
motion was duly seconded and passed upon a vote.

Discussion and possible action by the City Council pertaining to a request for an appraisal
of the Old Terminal and Hangar located at the Page Municipal Airport

A written request has been received to have the Old Terminal and Hangar at the Page
Municipal Airport appraised by a MAI Certified Appraiser. The purpose of the appraisal is
to explore the option of purchasing or leasing the property.

Mike Makowski, Ranchette Estates, Airport Board member, stated the request for an
appraisal was presented to the Airport Board at the last meeting and has not been acted
upon.

There was further discussion.

Motion made by Vice Mayor Cook to have the Old Terminal and Hangar appraised by a
MAI Appraiser. The motion was duly seconded and passed upon a vote.

Motion made by Councilor Len Cook to ratify the selection of Charles Dennis as Page
Police Chief. The motion was duly seconded and passed upon a vote.
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Motion made by Councilor Puckett to amend the motion by striking it in its entirety and
substituting the following motion: | move to call a workshop where the public and the City
Council can better understand the applicants, their qualifications, and the selection process
used in choosing the new police chief. Motion died due to lack of a second.

Councilor Len Cook encouraged everyone to read the Environmental Assessment put out
by the Bureau of Reclamation regarding the scheduled release of water from the dam and
participate in the comment period that ends February 22, 2008. He stated that comments
have been made that Lake Mead and Lake Powell are going to dry up by 2020. The
comments impact tourism and visitation.

Councilor Len Cook requested the Council consider putting the priority list on the agenda
for next meeting.

Councilor Dimbatt reminded the Council of the Work Session scheduled for February 20,
2008, regarding transportation within the community. The significance of this meeting will
be for the purpose of educating the Council on the process to better meet the community’s
needs. Two representatives from the Arizona Department of Transportation will be in
attendance.
