HEAR FROM THE CITIZENS

John Powers, 1140 North Navajo Drive, stated his concerns regarding the potential
invasion of zebra muscles in Lake Powell and that there is not enough being done to
prevent this from happening. He requested that the City of Page issue a proclamation
asking other entities to aid in preventing this invasion.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Discussion and possible action by the City Council pertaining to proposed changes to
Chapter 2, Code of the City of Page, providing for the manner of exercising the power of
the Initiative and Referendum-Ordinance 534-08-2" reading

At the April 22, 2008, Regular City Council Meeting, the City Council passed Ordinance
534-08 to its second reading.

The electors within any city or town may initiate a local law or ordinance by securing the
signatures of fifteen percent (15%) of the qualified electors of the city or town on a petition.
The Arizona Supreme Court ruled in a 1990 decision that the basis for calculation of
signatures for initiative may be specified by local ordinance or charter provision. The
amendment to the City Code should be considered a matter of “housekeeping” and
bringing the City of Page more current in its election procedures, as this section of the City
Code has not been amended since 1989.

Mayor Justice asked for comments, none were received.

Motion made by Vice Mayor Cook to introduce Ordinance 534-08 for its second reading by
title only. The motion was duly seconded and passed upon a vote.

The City Clerk introduced Ordinance 534-08 by title only.

9, SECTION 2, INITIATIVE AND REFERENDUM; PROVIDING FOR THE MANNER OF
EXERCISING THE POWER OF THE INITIATIVE AND REFERENDUM.

Motion made by Vice Mayor Cook to adopt Ordinance 534-08. The motion was duly
seconded and those in favor voted.

A citizen approached the microphone to address Council at this time and Mayor Justice
explained to him that there was a motion on the floor and will be discussed by the City
Council only.

Mayor Justice called for any opposed, there were none and the motion passed
unanimously.

The same citizen stated his confusion at not being able to address the agenda item prior to
it being voted on. Mayor Justice explained that discussion was asked for at the time of
announcing the item.

Mayor Justice moved on to the next item of business.

Discussion and possible action by the City Council pertaining to proposed changes to
Chapter 13, Code of the City of Page, regarding Emergency Water Conservation Plan and
Enforcement-Ordinance 538-08-2" reading

At the April 22, 2008, Regular City Council Meeting, the City Council passed Ordinance
534-08 to its second reading.

The Arizona State Legislature through the Arizona Department of Water Resources
requires that community water systems adopt and submit community water conservation
and enforcement plans.

There was discussion.

Motion made by Councilor Dimbatt to introduce Ordinance 538-08 for its second reading by
title only. The motion was duly seconded and passed upon a vote.

The City Clerk introduced Ordinance 538-08 by title only.
