Call to Order: Meeting called at 5:05 p.m. by Charly Moore, Board President. Present were Dan
Cordsen, Board Vice President, Pat Talbott, Secretary and Museum Representative; Roy Boughton,
Executive Director Page Chamber of Commerce; Jackson Bridges, Bonnie Brown, Len Cook, Council
Liaison; and Dwayne Cassidy, Tourism Coordinator.

Excused absences: Scott Wiggans, Lon Mason, and Joan Mayer, NPS Liaison

Also present Lee Pulaski, Lake Powell Chronicle; Mayor Bill Justice and Felix Fuller from Shonto.

Approve Minutes: Charly called for approval of minutes from the February 20, 2008 regular meeting.
Motion was made by Dan Cordsen to approve the minutes with a second by Roy Boughton. No
discussion. Motion passed unanimously.

Citizens: Felix Fuller, Vice President of the Shonto Council, made a presentation about their future
plans for a visitor center/art plaza/commercial complex on 10 acres at the junction of highways 98 and
160. They will have a wind mill farm and solar power. They have water and sewer lines in and are
working with SRP and AT way to get the sewer line under Hwy. 160. They are working with Navajo
Tourism and Hopi Tourism. They will also be developing 18 acres in Shonto with housing and a
multiuse facility with a fire truck, ambulance service, police sub station, youth center and something for
the elders. They also plan to relocate the Chapter House from the bottom of the canyon to the rim next to
the school and have an area for ceremonies. They are looking for matching funds from the state. The
board was surprised to learn the population of Shonto is 6,000. Felix said there are people who will be
working at and doing art work for the new complex. He said they have sales tax and they hope to be self
sufficient. He went on further to detail their plans for the future. Shuttle service to Navajo Mountain was
discussed among other subjects. Discussion followed.

Reports/Presentations:

Tourism Bureau Coordinator Report — Dwayne’s October report reflected that Bureau visitation in
February was 175; brochures mailed 600, e-mails 388 and 3929 advertising responses. There were 2
FAM tours and 5,150 hits on the web site. Dwayne pointed out that in February of 2007 there were
2,500 hits and we can see that people are taking advantage of the site. We have also been bumped up on
the Google list. He gave the update on restaurant and bar tax revenues per the Standard Industry
Summary report for Page put out by the Arizona Dept. of Revenue. They are up 9.65 % to 2007, 29 % to
2006 and 40% to 2005 and 2004. Hotels and other lodgings were down 4.52% compared to 2007 and up
19% from 2006. Dwayne felt the numbers were correct but not sure why the anomaly because we see
lots of cars and busses in the hotel parking lots. He will continue to track the numbers.

The letter from US Anglers Choice Tournament Trails requesting $8,000 to host a 3 day regional
championship bass tournament in our area was discussed. Dwayne will be calling us for direction.
Dwayne attended the opening of the Tuvi Travel Center in Tuba City. He said the Moenkopi Dev. Corp.
is finding funding to build a heritage/cultural convention center and a hotel across from Tuvi.

Finance Committee: Results of the meeting was the Budget Draft packet.
Events Committee: Dwayne reported that Helping Hands requested $2340 for the Art Jamboree April
31" to May 3™ for marketing and a banner. The Unity Pow Wow was cut a check for $2650.
