Call to Order: Meeting called at 5:04 p.m. by Charly Moore, Board Vice President. Present were Pat
Talbott, Secretary and Museum Representative; Lon Mason, David Chuckluck, Executive Director Page
Chamber of Commerce; Mary Sheel, Chamber Representative; Len Cook, Council Liaison; and

Dwayne Cassidy, Tourism Coordinator.

Also present Lee Pulaski, Lake Powell Chronicle; Judy Kitson, Bill McBurney, Dane Partridge,

Mayor Elect Bill Justice, and Lynda French, Arizona Department of Commerce.

There was discussion as to David Chuckluck’s board status due to his having previously resigned. It was
decided that since the position is designated by the by-laws and not elected he would sit on the board.

Approve Minutes: Charly called for approval of minutes from the February 21, 2007 meeting. David
asked that the minutes be corrected to show him as an excused absence. Motion was made by Pat
Talbott to accept the minutes as corrected with a second by Lon Mason. Motion passed unanimously.

Citizens: Bill Justice introduced himself to the board. As the mayor elect he is going to all the board
meetings to familiarize himself with the workings of each board.

Judy Kitson informed the board that a Tractor Pull is being planned for September 21, 22 and 23", She
is not requesting funds at this time but would like to be listed in any event schedules. She was told that
there is money for banners to put up on Lake Powell Blvd. and that bleachers are also available. A
parade of old tractors is planned also.

Bill McBurney made a presentation for a pilot video/DVD to possibly put on the Sportsman’s, Outdoor
and Travel Channels and to advertise Page. He put forth a plan for an opportunity for the Tourism
Bureau to become a sponsor for a Lake Powell fishing and other lake activities program. Information
packets were handed out explaining the proposal. The Marketing and Events Committees will

seriously consider the proposal.

Lynda French from the Arizona Department of Commerce made a presentation on Economic
Development and how tourism plays an important role in it. A diverse industry base, global
competiveness, an increasing tax base and a steadily rising per capita income are the four areas of
economic development that Lynda covered. A Statewide Economic Study made in 2002 showed that
the common industry throughout Arizona is tourism. It is a huge part of Arizona’s economy.

She presented everyone with a AZ Dept. of Commerce advertising piece that is used to encourage
businesses to relocate in Arizona. She discussed the economic impact of events put on in Page and how
we can better understand the impact by having merchant and vender reviews. Looking at annual and
seasonal impact can also help get a handle on how our tourism economy is working. She provided
tools that help with internal measurements. She made suggestions to promote Page and events.

She informed the board that Page is the regional trade center for the Arizona Strip.
