Approve Minutes: Randy called for approval of minutes from the January 10, 2007 meeting. Motion
by Mary Sheel to approve with second by Lon Mason. Motion passed unanimously.

Citizens: Janet Brown presented an advertising opportunity in the Lake Powell Visitors” Guide,
radio spots and kiosks around town. The Marketing committee will discuss the presentation at their
next meeting, March 12.
Korey Seyler, Sales Manager from Colorado River Discovery discussed the new company taking over
the float trip operation from Aramark. He presented changes to the operations with flights coming in
from Las Vegas being foremost. Grand Canyon Airlines will continue to fly tourists up from the
south rim to Page.

Reports/Presentations:

Chamber — January 2007 Activity Report: Mary reported 27 relocation guide requests and visitation
of 29. Total calls received were 147. There was no mixer. There were 12 membership renewals and
one new membership, Antelope Boat Transport. The Awards Banquet held January 20® had a net
revenue increase of 15% from 2006. Awards Banquet winners were Bryan Hill, Citizen of the Year,
Jean Keplinger, Woman of Distinction; and Powell Furniture, Business of the Year.

Museum — January 2007 Activity Report: Pat reported that the Museum is now open and featuring a
replica of a ceratopsian skull excavated in the Grand Staircase Escalante. Work is progressing on the
50™ Anniversary of Page’s beginning. A commemorative booklet and possibly a DVD is in the works.

Tourism Bureau Coordinator Report — Dwayne reported that Bureau visitation was 69, brochures
mailed 200, e-mails 216, and 3,392 advertising responses. There were 43,400 web site hits with 2,425
visits. In those visits the average person visited about 5 pages. He also passed around a report for the
week of Jan. 14 showing the web information broken down to where people were from, where the
referrals were from, and what they looked at. He also passed out the new redesigned Page brochure that
is sent out when people ask for information. He said about 3000 have gone out with 3000 to go.
People are already responding to the 3 day itinerary that is printed in it. Hoteliers have told Dwayne
that reservations are up. A FAM tour of 10 writers will be coming in April from a higher end
demographic. He sees this as a result of the good publicity we have gotten and that it will represent
more money for Page. He helped a writer from Le Petite Fute’ who was updating a travel guide. Nadja
Laurossi spent 4 days visiting all the hotels and restaurants. Evie is in Salt Lake City for the RV show
and Dwayne will be leaving for the Phoenix RV show. He is worried that it didn’t get much
advertising and attendance was low last year because of construction. He will attend the TEAM
workshop in Show Low after the show. Lon commented on the web site calendar and the need for
more detailed information. Dwayne said that they had time only to list events and that more details
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
