On the Books / Map:  The requested SC (Service Commercial) zoning 
district allows for businesses such as self-service storage (upon an 
approved Conditional Use Permit) whereas the current Planned Development 
Commercial zoning district does not. 
 
Planner’s comments: This parcel is sandwiched between two 
completely different uses and physically isolated from the rest of it’s 
current zoning district. In essence, it is landlocked. The parcel lends 
itself well to a wider variety of local-community uses than might 
otherwise be available in a much larger Planned Development.

Planner’s comments: This rezoning supports the public welfare by 
providing new and useful business uses on a parcel that is difficult to 
use in it’s current physical configuration.
